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If nuclear weapons are used,
there is no way to effectively deliver
humanitarian assistance to victims.
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When nuclear weapons are used, medical facilities, physicians, and
documents are all destroyed. In addition, even if medical profe ssionals
begin relief efforts for the effects of radiation, they face th e difficulty
of providing treatment to surviving victims. The dire consequen ces
of such a post-nuclear use scenario are what has made the
International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) pursue the case
for a treaty banning nuclear weapons.
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
